Wheel Bearing Check: It is time to again
remind you to have your wheel bearings and
tyres checked. We have been up and down
the expressway a few times since the Xmas
period and every trailer, boat or van on the
side of the road had a wheel off---with
people just waiting for something We had
our caravan tyres balanced and some five
years later | had them checked and they
were all out of balance.. Mmmmmm

Cleaning Caravan Awnings: We have tried
many ways to clean our awning but the latest
way seen on the internet is quite simple and
works for us. All you need is a spray bottle
to which you add 400ml of water and 100ml
of bleach and shake well. Then roll the
awning out and just spray (really wet) the
underside only. Then roll the awning up and
let it sit for one hour then unroll and hose off.
You may need to go through the process a
second time. It works well on our awning.

But as always you should test a small
section on your own awning first

lllegal camping is an issue in some parts
of Queensland. In some places, rest areas
and heavy vehicle rest areas are so
congested with campers there s
inadequate space for drivers who
genuinely need to rest along their journey.
Rest areas are not long term camping sites
and camping is either prohibited or limited
to short stays. Rules on the length of stay
at rest areas vary between controlling
authorities. Regulation allows  for
enforcement; however enforcement is
often difficult and impractical, particularly

in more remote areas. Caravans and
motorhomes are not considered heavy
vehicles, and are not permitted to stop at
heavy vehicle locations.

Here you can stay for up to 4 nights free
of charge for unpowered sites and $10
per night if you require power. But there is
a catch. You must be a member of The
Richmond Club to use this facility.
Membership will set you back $5 per
year. There are accessible amenities with
hot showers and a dump point. The
bowling club has excellent meals and low
cost refreshments. Richmond is on the



Sydney rail network and the station is
walking distance from the club.

Storm Damage: During the super storm we
unfortunately lost one of our skylights from
our caravan. We ordered a new one from our
local supplier $290.00 plus $30.00 freight!!!.
We were ready to trade in our $80,000 van
but to add insult to injury the new hatch did
not come with "hinge pins", and you can't
order them separately! They told us that "you
would need to order the entire unit" that
would mean putting the van into a repairer
and having the entire unit replaced just to
obtain the pins.

Smoke Alarms in Caravans: The question
was posed “Who checks if you have installed
the new photoelectric cell type smoke
detector” in your caravan as required under
recent Legislation.. The short answer is not
too sure- but if you were to have a fire your
Insurance Company MAY question your
claim. Maybe it will happen when you have
your van checked for registration.
Notwithstanding the above it is now a
requirement and all members should comply
with the requirement.All vans should also
have a Fire Blanket. (Cheap at Aldi)
