To circle a rabbit:

We were visiting Des (my tennis partner) one day, when he
took us for a walk down the creek. When he saw a rabbit in a
squat, he taught us how to ‘circle’ it. We kids had never seen
such a miracle, so we soon tried it out at Brian’s farm. You jog
around the rabbit in decreasing circles, the first circle being of
radius about 3 or 4 metres. You only need to complete two or
three circles before the rabbit is mesmerised (by following you,
moving its eyes only and not its head), and you just fall on it. At
our first attempt, we ran around so many circles that we got
giddy ourselves. We even tried to whack the rabbit, not
believing it would wait for us to grab it. We soon learnt that
when you grab him, make sure you grab with both hands,
behind the head and the shoulders, and hang on when he
‘comes to’, and leaps off the ground. We soon perfected the
technique, and even learned to spot the rabbit in the squat,
before we walked so close that it took off. We caught so many,
one afternoon, that we had to pick up a piece of old tennis net
to carry them home in. [All caught with nothing more than bare
hands!]

3. Asquat is a ‘nest’ which a rabbit forms, in dry grass, where it rests during the day, sitting motionless
when danger approaches, content with its camouflage. | believe that the reasons we rarely see a
rabbit squat nowadays are a) there are fewer rabbits and b) the modern rabbit usually retreats to its
burrow to hide.

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Bulahdelah Lions Park Camping Site
For those who break their journey north at Bulahdelah, this info is from the Myall Coast News of the Area
paper.
Midcoast Council are undertaking a review of the Bulahdelah Lions Park Camping Site to formalise and
adequately service the area. Itis fully intended that Council will re-open the site for future travellers. As the
site is in an environmentally sensitive area on the Myall River, they are looking at the provision of amenities
for users. The site also lacks formal approval as a camping site.
A limit to the length of time campers can stay will be in the order of 48 — 72 hours.
Being able to comply with Covid rules for registration is another issue to be resolved.
